The series, "Rwanda: 10 Years
of Pain," was a "fresh, haunting look
at Rwanda a decade after rape and
genocidal slaughter had ravaged the
Tutsi tribe," according to the Pulitzer

born in Nigeria in
1961, the 12th of
29 children. Since

1999, he has lived in South Orange
with his wife, Amma, also a journal-
ist, and their two children.The family
is planning a move to Johannesburg.

Columbia University annually
bestows the Pulitzers, the country’s
most prestigious prizes for journal-
ism, in 14 categories. ▲

A man makes an impression
after 35 years of leadership. And if
the man is Rabbi Yeheil Orenstein,
the impression is more like a valley.

Known by many as a strong
advocate for fair, affordable housing,
Rabbi Orenstein has touched nearly
every facet of Village life since start-
ing with Congregation Beth El in
1970.

He helped initiate South
Orange’s first Interfaith Holocaust
Memorial 28 years ago, and during
that time, worked with Sister Rose
Thering at Seton Hall. The relation-
ship helped forge a lasting and
important connection to the univer-
sity.

Orenstein had a hand in start-
ing the rotating interfaith Thanksgiv-
ing services, now an annual tradition
among Village congregations. And, of
course, he is an active supporter and
member of the Interfaith Hospitality
Network that provides temporary
housing and food for people who’ve
lost their homes and livelihoods.

Orenstein’s "unassuming man-
ner allows people to become con-
nected to his message, even in diffi-
cult times," said Beth El President
Mike Morris, who notes that the
rabbi is also known for entertaining
youngsters with magic tricks. No
doubt, his easy manner helped grow

of more
than 500
people.

"Rabbi
Orenstein has served as a leader,
guide and master of  ceremonies at
events throughout South Orange and
Maplewood," said Community
Relations Committee member Nancy
Heins-Glaser. In her Villager of the
Month presentation, she commended
the rabbi as "a man of true religious
principle and goodwill who has been
called upon to develop uplifting
musical presentations, to support
another congregation when fire
destroyed their church, and to offici-
ate at shiva services for individuals
with no local affiliation."

The rabbi and his wife, Sylvia,
have lived in South Orange for more
than 35 years and raised three chil-
dren here. Previously, he was a chap-
lain for the U.S.Air Force, and pro-
vides similar services to the New
Jersey State Troopers Association.

His bittersweet departure from
Congregation Beth El will not bring
an end to his long service. He has
promised to remain active in the
community for many years to come
and South Orange will continue to
be blessed by his presence. ▲
