Improperly Filled Toters

Please be aware that improperly filled toters will not be
emptied. For instance, bottles may not be placed in the body
of the green toter where newspapers belong, and no regular
garbage may be placed in toters.

Missed Pickups

If newspapers are missed, call the Department of Public
Works at (973) 378-7741. If glass, aluminum, or #I plastic
bottles are missed, call the First Occupational Center in
Orange at (973) 674-6266. Calls should be made no later
than the day after scheduled pickup.

Snow Alert
In the event of substantial snow, recycling collection will

be postponed to the next working day. Cancellations are
aired on Seton Hall Radio Station WSOU-89.5 FM.

Styrofoam
Styrofoam cannot be left at the DPW Depot.

Construction Materials

At no time will the township pick up any type of con-
struction material, either from residences or businesses, nor
can such materials be brought to the DPW Recycling Yard.

Appliances, Metals, Large Household Items

Free Public Works pick-up of all such items is arranged
by appointment. Call (973) 378-7741. Glass must be removed
before pickup. Allow six to eight weeks for an available
appointment from time of call.

Metal appliances and all-metal items may be brought by
residents directly to the Public Works Yard during regular
hours.

Large items such as sofas, televisions, computers, and
mattresses may not be brought to the yard.

Corrugated Cardboard

The township does not pick up corrugated boxes.
Residents and business owners can drop them off at the
Public Works Yard. No packing material is allowed.
